Zia Vista Condominium Association Rules and Regulations
REVISED JULY 10, 2008, AND REPLACES THE DOCUMENT DATED MARCH 2007
(These Rules and Regulations do not replace or amend the Zia Vista Condominium Declarations and Bylaws or the Condominium Act. Consult the Declarations and Bylaws and the Condominium Act for a complete description of requirements and your rights. The Association may amend or add rules as needed.)
NOTICE: The Board reserves the right to take immediate action against any resident whose infraction seriously disturbs the rights of other residents to a clean, comfortable, peaceful environment, destroys or damages common property, or otherwise is not in the best interests of the community. In such a case, the Board, at its discretion, may assess a fine of any amount for the first infraction and/or ban the resident from use of all the amenities. In this event, the resident will be required to return all amenity keys. Depending on the nature of the offense, legal action may also be taken. To eliminate bias, such Board actions will require the agreement of every member on the Board at a regular or special meeting of the Board. Board action supersedes any other consequences listed in this notice.
Noncompliance with the Zia Vista Condominium Association Rules and Regulations will result in fines. Except where otherwise noted, if the same type of infraction occurs within a year after receiving one warning letter for such infraction, a fine of $50.00 will be assessed against the second occurrence. The fine for subsequent occurrences within one year of the first infraction of the same nature will then be $200.00 per occurrence thereafter.
Fines are due within ten (10) days of notification. Nonpayment of fines will begin to accrue interest on the eleventh (11th) day in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the overdue assessment or installment for each month the assessment or installment is unpaid.

The Association will file a lien against the condo owner’s property for unpaid fines that have accumulated to at least $200.00, and the interest as outlined above will continue to accrue until the fines are paid. In addition, once fines are paid, the condo owner will be responsible for filing the lien release and for all costs to obtain the release.
REPORTING INFRACTIONS: Everyone’s vigilance is necessary to keep our community a pleasant place to live. When reporting an infraction where it may be a matter of one resident’s word against another, we would appreciate some solid evidence that the infraction did occur. This may be an impartial witness or a filed police report. When several residents complain about an infraction by a resident, it will be considered a valid complaint.

The Association has no authority over personal disputes between residents. In such cases, it is suggested that the individuals involved seek the services of a mediator or a lawyer.
Vehicles
1.
Fire Lanes – All red and/or yellow posted curbs on the property are fire lanes. Parking along these 
curbs is prohibited. Vehicles parked next to red and/or yellow-posted curbs will be towed without 
further notice from the property at the vehicle owner’s expense in accordance with the fire codes 
and city ordinances.
2.
Recreational Vehicles – Recreational vehicles, boats, and any form of trailers are not allowed on the 
premises unless permission is requested from the Association in advance. Such vehicles may be 
parked in the guest parking area at the tennis court for no more than 48 hours.
3.
Motorcycles – Due to fire and safety regulations, motorcycles and mopeds must be parked in the 
parking lot only. Parking on sidewalks, breezeways, patios, balconies and inside 
condos is strictly 
prohibited.
4.
Commercial Vehicles – Business vehicles used by residents and displaying a parking permit must 
fit comfortably into parking spaces.
5.
Legally Licensed – All vehicles must display a current license plate. The vehicle owner must 
remove any vehicle not currently licensed at the request of the Association within two days of the 
request. If the vehicle is not removed, it will be towed at the vehicle owner’s expense.
6.
Vehicle Repairs – Repairs and washing of vehicles are not permitted anywhere on the 
premises.
7.
Inoperable Vehicles – Vehicles not in good operating condition or vehicles not in condition to 
legally operate on this state’s streets and highways, or vehicles left unused are not permitted on the 
premises. Such vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.
8.
Storage – No vehicle may be stored on the premises, excepting a vehicle belonging to a 
part-time 
resident condo owner, provided such vehicle displays an Association parking permit, is currently 
licensed, and is in good operating condition. Other stored vehicles must be removed at the request of 
the Association within two days of receiving the request. If the vehicle is not removed, it will be 
towed at the condo owner’s expense.
9.
Parking Permit – All resident vehicles must be registered with the condo office. Permits will be 
issued based on the number of bathrooms in the condo. The Association parking 
permit must be 
displayed on all vehicles parked in resident parking spaces. Vehicles not 
displaying the permit will 
be towed at the vehicle owner’s expense.
10.
Guest and Extra Parking – Vehicles displaying no permit parked in a residential parking space 
will be towed at the owner’s expense. Vehicles displaying no permit must be parked in areas 
designated Guest and Extra Parking.
11.
Sidewalk Access – Do not park your vehicle so that it blocks access to sidewalks.
12. 
Bicycles – All wheeled apparatus, including but not limited to bicycles, tricycles, or baby
carriages, 
will not be ridden across or parked on the sidewalks, grass, or planted areas of the pool area. These 
items are permitted to be stored under stairs, on breezeways out of the path of the walking area, and 
on balconies.
13. 
Noisy vehicles – Radios blaring from vehicles are not permitted. Loud and noisy mufflers are not 
permitted.

Condo Office, Clubhouse, and Common Areas
1.
Deliveries – No packages will be accepted by the condo office.
2.
Drop Box – Any negotiable instrument deposited in any drop box is at the resident’s own risk. 
Neither the condo office nor the Association assumes any liability if such items are lost, 
damaged, 
or stolen.
3.
Referrals – Neither the condo office nor the Association will provide referrals for workmen, 
contractors, etc. to condo owners. It is always wise to deal only with licensed contractors, get three 
quotes in writing, ask them for referrals from past clients, and check with the Better Business 
Bureau.
4.
Laundry Room – The laundry room is open from 6:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M.

a. No smoking and no alcoholic beverages are permitted in the laundry room.

b. If you are in the laundry room after 9:00 P.M. or before 9:00 in the morning, please work 
quietly out of respect for the residents near the laundry room.

c. All equipment is coin-operated and is used by the residents with the understanding that 
the 
Association does not assume responsibility for failure of the equipment to perform properly or for 
damage to clothes as a result of its use. The Association is not responsible for any clothing or articles 
stolen or left in the laundry room.

d. The laundry facilities shall be used only for washing and drying of usual and ordinary 
personal and household articles of residents and their guests. The laundry facilities shall not be 
used for cleaning with flammable materials or dying clothes or other items.


e. All those using the laundry facilities are expected to clean up after themselves, including 
cleaning the dryer lint filter.


f. Report malfunctioning equipment to the condo office.
5.
Clubhouse – The clubhouse is open to residents during the hours posted on the door.

a. No smoking is permitted in the clubhouse.

b. Shirts and shoes must be worn in the clubhouse at all times.

c. Pets are not permitted in the clubhouse.

d. Only persons 16 years of age or older are permitted in the clubhouse unless accompanied by an 
adult resident.

e. By prior arrangement, the clubhouse may be used by residents for special events between the 
hours of 9:00 A.M. and 10:00 P.M. This does not imply exclusive use. The clubhouse will still be 
available to residents during regular hours. Residents are expected to use 
discretion when another 
resident’s special event is in progress.

f. When a special event takes place during other than regular office hours, a fifty dollar $50.00) 
fee will be charged to have someone come in to open and close the clubhouse.

g. The resident is responsible for cleaning up after the event. Any cleaning required by Zia 
Vista will cost the resident a minimum of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per hour.

h. The resident sponsoring the event is responsible for guest behavior and any damage done by 
guests.

i. Use of the clubhouse for special events excludes use of the pool and fitness center.

j. Fire regulations limit occupancy of the clubhouse to no more than 75 people.

k. Advise your guests to carpool.
6.
Fitness Center – Hours are from 6:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M. daily.


a. No smoking and no alcoholic beverages are permitted in the fitness center.

b. If you are in the fitness center after 9:00 P.M. or before 9:00 in the morning, please work out 
quietly out of respect for the residents near the fitness center.

c. Use the facility at your own risk.

d. Dangerous horseplay, running, etc., is prohibited.

e. Use the equipment as it is intended to be used.

f. Be considerate of others utilizing the facility.

g. Guests must be accompanied by the resident, and only two (2) guests per unit are allowed.

h. Patrons under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult resident.

i. Wipe down the equipment after use. Clean up after yourself.

j. Return all equipment to their proper spots after use.

k. Shirts and shoes are required.

l. No pets are allowed.

m. The Association is not responsible for loss or theft of personal property.

n. Report any equipment failure or misuse of facilities to the condo office immediately.

o. The Association reserves the right to refuse admittance or eject any person failing to comply with 
the above rules and any health or safety regulations.
7.
Pool – Usually the pool opens Memorial Day Weekend and closes Labor Day Weekend. 
Check 
with the condo office for exact dates. The hours are 6:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M. daily. Respect the 
privacy of residents living around the pool/spa and keep noise to a minimum. Recently installed 
security cameras allow management to monitor the area 24 hours a day. Anyone not following the 
regulations listed below will receive a single warning followed by fines as outlined in the notice on 
the first page of this document and/or denied use of the area.

a. No smoking and no alcoholic beverages are permitted in the pool or spa areas. Intoxicated 
individuals and/or persons under the influence of drugs or medication are prohibited in the 
pool area.

b. If you are in the pool or spa area after 9:00 P.M. or before 9:00 in the morning, please enjoy 
the pool quietly out of respect for the residents near the pool.

c. WARNING: NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY. All persons using the pool do so at their own 
risk. Management and owners cannot be responsible for personal safety. Management reserves the 
right to deny use of the facility to anyone.

d. Persons under the age of 16 will not be allowed in the pool area without the supervision of an 
adult resident.

e. No pool parties are permitted. Use of the pool is reserved specifically for residents. Guests are 
limited to two (2) per unit. An adult resident must accompany guests.

f. Access to the pool is available through three gates which must remain closed and locked at 
all times. Climbing over the fence is not allowed.

g. Bathers must shower prior to entering the pool or Jacuzzi.

h. No oil or lotion is permitted in the pool or Jacuzzi area.

i. Bathers with open cuts, infections, or bathers who are bandaged may not enter the pool or 
Jacuzzi.

j. Elderly persons, pregnant women, infants, and those with conditions requiring medical care 
should consult a physician before entering the Jacuzzi. Long exposure in the Jacuzzi may 
result in nausea, dizziness, fainting, or other ill effects. A maximum 
limit of 10 minutes is 
recommended.

k. No sliding in head first is permitted in the Jacuzzi.

l. No running, diving, or jumping into the pool, and no splashing or horseplay.

m. No flotation devices (except life vests) are allowed in the pool. The safety and maintenance 
equipment items kept by the Association are not play toys and are to be used as intended. The pool 
may be closed if equipment is misused or missing.

n. No pets are allowed.

o. Bathing suits only are allowed in the pool or Jacuzzi. NO cut-off shorts.

p. Audio equipment with earphones only is allowed in pool or pool area.

q. For your protection, no glass containers are allowed in the pool or pool area.

r. The Association reserves the right to refuse admittance or eject any person failing to comply with 
the rules and any health or safety regulations.
8.
Supervision – All minors are the responsibility of their parent or guardian while in public areas. 
Common areas include but are not limited to breezeways, sidewalks, grass areas, 
laundry room, 
clubhouse, etc.
9.
Guests – Residents are responsible for their guests’ behavior in the apartment and on the 
premises. 
Residents should entertain no more than two (2) guests when using the facilities and the resident 
must accompany them at all times. Residents will be responsible for any 
damage caused by guests.
10.
Security – Although there are gates in operation from 7:00 P.M. to 7:00 A.M. and there is a courtesy 
patrol after 6:00 P.M., the Association is not responsible for any type of security for the deterrence or 
prevention of crime, and residents are responsible for their own safety.
11.
Common Areas – 

a. Any area outside of the apartment is considered a common area. This includes but is not limited to 
breezeways, sidewalks, grass areas, shrub beds, swimming pool, laundry room, clubhouse, etc.


b. Common areas are to be kept free and clear of any and all personal items belonging to residents, 
guests, and employees, except as specified in item 12 under Vehicles.

c. Provided that they do not obstruct the area and are tasteful and attractive, residents may display 
potted plants and/or other decorative elements approved by the Association by the entrance to their 
condos.


d. Unapproved items found in the common areas are considered to be abandoned property and 
will be removed and disposed of at the resident’s expense. The Association and employees will 
not be held responsible or liable for any items abandoned in the common areas.
12.
Littering – Do not litter the common areas with cigarette buts, beer cans, junk mail, or any 
other litter. Dispose of such items in your condo or the trash barrels in the courtyards.
Residences
1.
Noise – Residents and guests shall have due regard for the peace, comfort, and enjoyment of 
other residents.

a. Refrain from noise that will disturb your neighbors from 10:00 P.M. to 8:00 A.M.

b. Vocal or instrumental music, TV, typing, pounding, or other unusual noises are prohibited if the 
sound penetrates into other apartments or the courtyards at any time of the day or night.

c. Loud noises, boisterous play, running on stairs, slamming of doors is prohibited.

d. No moving into or from the premises will take place between the hours of 9:00 P.M. and


8:00 A.M.

e. After 10:00 P.M., residents disturbed by excessive noise should call the police at 428-3710 
and file a formal complaint. Document the nature and source of the disturbance, the duration, the 
date, and the time. Report all disturbances to the condo office so that the 
Association will have a 
record.
2.
Acceptable Use of Unit – No immoral, improper, offensive or unlawful use may be made of the 
property. The Association is free of all liability incurred by the resident for such activity.
3.
Pets – 

a. No animal, bird, or reptile of any kind shall be raised, bred, or kept in a unit.


b. A resident is permitted to keep no more than two (2) animals being either dogs of 
gentle 
disposition, not exceeding 25 pounds in weight at maturity, or cats; or such other household pets, 
approved by the Association. This includes all guest pets as well.

c. Any resident having a pet, the weight of which the management or other residents question, 
will be required to provide a written veterinarian verification that the pet weighs, or will weigh 
when fully grown, no more than 25 pounds. The pet owner will have a week to provide such 
verification. If the verification is not provided after a 
week, the pet owner will be fined $50.00 
and $50.00 each week thereafter until the verification is provided.

d. If the pet proves to weigh more than 25 pounds, the resident may have a month to find a new 
home for the pet. If at the end of the month, the pet is still on the premises, the owner will be 
fined $200.00 and $50.00 each week thereafter until the pet is placed 
in a new home. Guest pets 
exceeding the weight limit must be removed from the 
premises immediately. Check the phone 
book for local kennels.

e. All pets must be registered with the office and be licensed and inoculated as required by law.

f. All pets, including cats, must be accompanied by an adult and either be carried or 
leashed 
while on the property. Cats are not permitted to wander about freely.

g. If you wish to enclose your patio for the benefit of your pet, you must present your plans to the 
Board for approval before doing so. The enclosure is expected to complement the architecture of the 
building and be installed in a professional manner.

h. Pet owners must clean up after their pets. There is a disposal station in each courtyard, or you 
may walk your pet in the arroyo or the tennis court. If you exercise your pet in the tennis court, 
you must pick up your pet’s waste there as well. Be sure to bring plastic bags with you for that 
purpose.


i. Excessive barking and any other obnoxious or harmful behavior from any pet will not be 
tolerated. (Pet stores carry a variety of products that eliminate excessive barking.) Such animals 
shall be permanently removed from the property upon three (3) days written notice from the 
Association. Animal control will be called for all animals in violation of this rule.


j. Seeing eye dogs, hearing ear dogs, and other service dogs will be permitted regardless of weight 
for those persons holding certificates of necessity.
4. 
Cleanliness –

a. Animal food is not to be placed by residents outside a unit or on common grounds, trees,


particularly near parked vehicles, etc. The droppings from birds roosting near feeders create a health 
and aesthetic problem.

b. Each owner shall keep the unit clean and neat to safeguard against the spread of fire, odors, 
seepage, or the encouragement of vermin (rodents and bugs).
5.
Waterbeds – Waterbeds are not permitted in second and third floor units.
6.
Electrical Devices – Total electrical usage in any unit shall not exceed the capacity of the circuits. 
All fixtures and equipment will be used for the purposes for which they were designed.
7.
Smoke Detector –

a. The Association will test the smoke detector in the Spring and Fall at the same time the filters are 
changed out.

b. The resident will notify the condo office immediately of any problem, malfunction or failure 
of the smoke detector.

c. The Association will repair or replace the smoke detector.

d. If the smoke detector is battery powered, the resident must replace the battery when the existing 
battery becomes unserviceable.

e. The resident will reimburse management for the cost of a new smoke detector and the installation 
thereof. If the resident changes out the smoke detector, the resident must submit a letter verifying 
this has been done.

f. Since this is a safety issue, all residents must comply with the inspection of the smoke


detector by the Association. There are no exceptions to this requirement. (In the event of fire or 
smoke damage due to the negligence of the resident, including a faulty smoke detector, the 
Association may assess a lien against or sue the condo owner, or the Association’s insurance carrier 
may sue the condo owner, for the cost of repairs to the building.)
8. 
Furnace Filter –

a. The Association will change out filters in the Spring and Fall. However, residents should check the 
filter monthly to see if it needs changing at any other time.

b. Since this is also a safety issue, all residents must comply with the changing of the 
filters by 
the Association. There are no exceptions to this requirement. (In the event of 
damage due to a 
dirty filter, the Association may assess a lien against or sue the condo owner, or the Association’s 
insurance carrier may sue the condo owner, for the cost of repairs to the building.)
9.  
Storage – No visible storage of personal belongings or furnishings will be permitted on decks or 
public areas. No paint oils, gasoline, or any flammable materials will be permitted in the condo 
or storage areas.
10.
Rubbish – All non-toxic/non-hazardous waste (papers, boxes, or refuse) are to be deposited in 
rubbish containers that are provided and located near each building. No one is permitted 
in the 
rubbish dumpsters and or enclosures except to dispose of refuse. All toxic and hazardous waste 
must be deposited at off-property licensed facilities. Do not leave trash next to containers. Find 
another rubbish container if the one near your building is full. The trash haulers do not pick up 
anything outside of the rubbish container, and trash left 
next to the container often ends up trapped 
under it. Place large items in the containers or donate them to a charity.
11. 
Satellite Dish – No satellite dish is to be installed on the roof. All other installations must first 
be approved by the office. The condo owner must provide a letter of 
permission from the 
office to the installer prior to installation. If a common satellite antenna should ever be provided 
by the Association, then no individual antenna or satellite dish is permitted on patios or balconies.
12.
Cable Wiring – Should the cable wiring already installed in the unit not work, the condo 
owner 
must contact the office for permission to add new wiring. The condo owner must provide a letter 
of permission from the office to the cable installer prior to installation.
13.
Flooring – No tile or other hard surfaces are permitted on second or third floor units except in 
kitchens and bath areas where vinyl or tile currently exist. When carpeting is to be replaced in 
second or third floor units, a sufficiently thick padding must be used to deaden sound. Since even 
ordinary foot traffic over carpeting travels very clearly to lower units, there are no exceptions to this 
rule.
14.
Screen/Storm Doors – Screen/storm doors must be white, allow the unit number to be visible, and 
be of good quality. If the door is keyed, please provide a key to the office. Your choice of door must 
be approved by the Association before installation. Maintenance and repair of the door is the 
responsibility of the resident.
15.
Windows, Patios, and Balconies –

a. Any window covering must show white, neutral, or wood tone against the window. Any other 
types of window coverings must be approved by the Association.

b. No exterior signs or signs in windows are permitted.

c. Repair of broken window panes is the responsibility of the resident.

d. Residents are to keep balconies and patios in a neat and orderly fashion, clear of unsightly 
articles, clothes or clothesline, towels, swimsuits hung to dry, visible storage or storage shelves, etc. 
The Association has the right to require the removal of any item deemed 
inappropriate.
16. 
Other Structures – Awnings are not permitted. Other outdoor structures such as patio screens, 
patio shades, etc. are not permitted unless special permission is obtained from the Board.
17. 
Barbecues – No torches, charcoal grills, or open flames on balconies, patios, or breezeways are 
permitted. However, gas (propane) grills are permitted.
18.
Dues – Association dues are payable on the first of each month. After the 10th of the month, there 
will be a late fee assessed of 10% of the monthly fee. There will be no reminders from the office. 
Nonpayment will result in a lien against the condo owner.
19.
Leasing Your Unit – Please contact the office should you decide to lease your unit. You 
must have 
a written lease. A copy of your lease agreement should be filed with the office and satisfy the 
Association and all legal requirements. The office will assist you in changing PNM and water 
accounts. Although the condo owner is responsible for informing the tenant of all rules and 
regulations, your tenant should come to the office for an 
orientation on policies and rules. 
Landlords are expected to do a thorough background check on their tenants to assure the 
safety of other residents.
20. 
Tenants are the responsibility of their landlords and should report any problems or complaints 
directly to them. The Association exists to address the needs of owners. 
According to the Bylaws, 
neither the Board nor the Association Manager and staff are required to function as rental managers 
or be subject to harassment by tenants. 

21. 
Non-Conveyance of Prior Approvals – Any approvals that have been given to the condo owner 
do not convey or transfer to the new owner in the event of a sale. SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
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
